A Message from the Principal

Dear Community House Middle School families:

I am pleased to share with all of you the first School Progress 
Report for Community House Middle. This document will give 
you information about our students’ academic progress, the quality  
of our staff and our school environment.

This school year, we are beginning with 90.5 percent of our 
students at or above grade level in math. This holds fairly steady 
in comparison to the previous year’s data. Our students achieved 
High Growth in sixth- and eighth-grade math. Seventh-grade math 
students missed this target by .1 percent and, therefore, achieved 
Expected Growth. Ninety-nine percent of algebra students passed the 
high school exam as well as 100 percent of our geometry students. 
Our students are performing at very strong levels in comparison with 
the state as a whole.

Last year, 80 percent of our seventh-grade students passed the 
writing test, compared to 76 percent the previous year. Our students 
demonstrated a higher increase in this area than most CMS schools.

The state introduced a new reading test in 2007-2008. As a result of 
more rigorous expectations, reading scores declined across the state, 
including in CMS. Since the new test covers different material from 
that covered in the previous test, direct year-over-year comparisons 
are not necessarily accurate. 

The test results show that our student achievement is good. We will 
move to great student achievement by not accepting any excuses this 
year and by incorporating strategies to increase each lesson’s rigor 
and relevance. All students will be challenged to greater levels. Our 

student performance is good, with 90.5 percent of 
students proficient in math, but approximately half 
of these remain at Level 3. Great performance means 
moving them to Level 4. 

Of our 33 Adequate Yearly Progress (AYP) goals, 
we met 32, which means we did not make AYP, the 
standard set for schools by the No Child Left Behind 
Act, and our school will not be named an Honor 
School. For this year, we have, therefore, added a 
highly qualified teacher for subgroups that are falling 
behind, and we have created common planning 
time and opportunities for teachers to learn new 
instructional strategies.

All of our teachers are highly qualified. We have 
14 National Board-certified teachers. Less than five 
percent of our teachers are in their first three years of 
teaching. We had staff turnover last year of less than 
15 percent. This indicates that our teachers are happy 
to work here.

Our administrative team is new. As principal, I bring 
13 years of experience in middle schools. I served 
most recently as an administrator for one of our feeder 
high schools. This experience means I know how our 
students need to be prepared for excellence in high 
school. Other senior staff members have elementary 
and high school experience, which helps to round out 
our administrative team.

To address our growing population and meet the 
needs of all students, the entire team will align its 
efforts toward our common goal. That shifts us from  
a group to a team. We are Team Cavalier, and our 
goal is to take our students from good to great!
